JeepinPA Membership Eligibility
Rules and Regulations to participate on a club 
hosted trail-ride event:
1.    You must have a LICENSED, INSPECTED, and INSURED vehicle.
2.    You must be equipped with a CB radio FRS or GMRS hand held radio.

3.    Your vehicle must be equipped with properly fastened tow point or hook. 
4.    A tow strap (without hooks is recommended). Do not use torn or frayed tow straps.
5.   The tread on your tires should be sufficient to provide minimal traction. 
6.   A full sized spare tire is recommended.
7.   We recommend that you also carry, a fire extinguisher, first aid kit, tools, rags, hand cleaner, extra oil and fluids and a dry change of clothing.
8.   Seatbelts must be worn at all times. 
9.   No person may be under the influence of alcohol, drugs or any substance     that may hinder thinking ability or reaction time. 
10.   Vehicles must conform to all Pennsylvania state regulations. 
11.   No disorderly conduct.
12.  No littering. We practice cleaner than when you arrived.

13.   Respect the rights of others so they might enjoy their activities undisturbed.
14.   Drive responsibly to protect the environment
15.   Do not park vehicles where they might block a trail or gate.
16.   Back country roads are rough, narrow, and two way. You will most likely encounter traffic coming from any direction. Keep to the right and slow down when approaching other vehicles or trail users.
17.   The vehicle going uphill usually has the right of way since it may need to keep up momentum, but practicality dictates that the vehicle that can pull over with the least amount of difficulty does so.
